First make sure you have the router physically connected properly.  Connect the DSL modem via Ethernet to the WAN port of the TEW-631BRP.  If you have any computers that need to be hard wired into the router you will connect them to one of the four LAN ports.

Make sure the connection from the modem to the router has a good link light.  If it does not have a link light on or blinking swap out the cable you are using from the modem to the router or try a cross-over cable.
