OVERVIEW

Maijor steps toward a successful TE-310 installation:

1. Choose a PC with Windows 2000 Professional installed as the TE-310 administrative system. This
PC must have TCP/IP and IPX/SPX protocols properly installed.

2. All other Windows 2000 Professional systems require TCP/IP protocol only.
3. Install TE-310 Windows support software.

4. Run SetBox program to assign an IP address to TE-310.

5. Install and configure device driver for the shared printers.

SUMMARY

This article describes using a Windows 2000 Professional to prepare and setup TE-310 for shared printer
access through out your network. The following network diagram depicts a typical network and is used for
this sample setup procedure:
