Q3: After | connect my PCs to the Switch, | am unable to share files.
A3: First, check the LEDs on the Switch. Make sure the LINK/ACT LED is
on. Second, check the network cable. The minimum length of the cable is
1.5 meters and the maximum length of the cable is 100 meters. Third,
disable any software firewall program. Fourth, verify that you have file
sharing enabled. Please contact your Operating System support for more
information.
