(explo TEG-424WS com módulos de fibra) para ampliar o alcance a até 15 

Km com fibra mono-modo.

1. Certifique-se de que a tomada elétrica está energizada.   
2. Certifique-se de que o adaptador de tensão está adequadamente 

conectado ao conversor e à tomada.  
3. Certifuqe-se de que os cabos Ethernet e de Fibra estão conectados. 

2. Todos os LEDs estão acesos, mas eu não consigo conexão. O que devo 
fazer? 

1. Certifique-se de estar utilizando o cabo apropriado (isto ém cabo de fibra 
multi-modo para conversor multi-modo, cabo de fibra mono-modo para 
conversores mono-modo).  

2. Certifique-se de que os cabos TX e RX estão inveritdos na conexão 
de fibra oposta  (TFC-110MM, TFC-110MSC, TFC-110MST, TFC- 110S15, 
TFC-110S30, TFC-110S60, TFC-110S100, TFC-110S15i, TFC-110S30i, 
TFC-110S60i).    

3. Desligue os conversores de fibra e os switches. Aguarde 15 segundos e 
então religue os switches e os conversores.

3. Qual a distância máxima suportada pelo conversor de fibra?
Favor recorrer à seção 4 para informações sobre alcances.
